My Life with Joe Cocker

In August of 2002, | was hired as the Director of Humane Education for a large animal shelter in Kansas City,
Mo. My job included going into schools with my TRAINED dog to teach children how to be safe around
domesticated animals, how to care for family pets, and how to be a responsible pet owner. The only problem:
my dog Finn, a soft-coated wheaton terrier (who is still going strong at 14) absolutely refused to do anything
on command. She would not sit, she would not stay, she would not even come when called. So the search
was on for another family pet, one that could be taught commands and was not upset by crowds and children.

On September 8, a black cocker spaniel was brought to the shelter. He had been found wandering the streets
near an interstate; aside from being one dirty dog and smelling like a dumpster, he was adorable. | fell in love
with him immediately. After waiting the mandatory five days with no owners coming forward, my new buddy,
Joe Cocker, had a nice bath and then came home. For the next ten days, Joe and | worked with the trainer at
the animal shelter; he was a star pupil, for we found he would do anything for a treat. He could sit, stay, shake
hands, and roll over on command. He was temperament tested to see what he would do if a child grabbed his
tail, pulled his ears, or stepped on his feet, and he passed with flying colors. The only thing he would not do
(and still will not do) is eat food out of a bowl.

Joe and | worked in schools, at Boy Scout and Girl Scout meetings, and in training sessions at the animal

shelter and gave our presentation to hundreds of students. Joe loved every minute of it and always

performed like a real star. One day a local news channel came to tape us for the evening newscasts; it must
have been a slow news day. The photographer was at our third school of the day, and it was late in the
afternoon. Joe was tired. The children were sitting on the floor in front of us, and as | started the
presentation, Joe did something he had never done before: he left my side and went to sit by two boys in the
front row; one of them put his arm around Joe and there they sat for the entire presentation. The next day the
shelter was flooded with calls from people wanting to adopt Joe Cocker. The shelter requested that we never
appear on television again as the adoption staff was overwhelmed with all of those calls!

Joe and | retired and moved to Anthem, along with my husband Chuck and our wheaton terrier. However,
Joe is getting a little bored, so we have decided that we will dust off our act and—working under the
auspices of Anthem Pets—hope to soon be in the local schools, educating children about how to be safe
around animals.
